The word sodomy in the OT refers to moral perversion & was usually connected with male prostitution and idolatry. Webster defines sodomy as sexual intercourse between persons of the same sex.

10. Inordinate affection—affection means desire (Greek word pathos). Inordinate means unregulated disorder—exceeding reasonable limits.
