3. While Paul was tolerant of the gifts, he had rathered— preferred —said it would be better 

    to prophecy—get the word out.

4. Tongues were never meant for Christians—unbelieving Israel.

5. No record in the Bible of Christians ever being taught to speak in tongues—they were 

    sovereignly given.

1. God plainly tells us the purpose for tongues—sign for unbelieving Israel regarding this new thing—the engrafting in branch of Gentiles and Church Age.

1. Biblical tongues were a sign to unbelieving Israel; they would fulfill their function & pass away.   Love, prophecy, & knowledge were written in transitive mood—something would have to act upon it. Tongues were written in intransitive mood-does not require object or action-will cease by itself.
