1. We know we are trusting God when we have patience.


Gen 20:22

A. God answered Rachel’s prayer but according to his time.

B. Trusting in God is difficult when nothing seems to be happening.

C. Trusting God is better than consequences of taking actions into our own hands.  

2. We know we are trusting God when He gives us great courage.

Ex 14:1-31

A. When the Israelites were trapped, they began to whine and fear.

B. God gave them courage to leave Egypt. They must trust Him to finish what He has begun.

3. We know we are trusting God when we have confidence in Him. 

Pro 3:5-6

A.  Lean means to put all of your weight upon.





B. God knows what is best for us—lean on Him.

C. Trust him above even your own reasoning—put your heart in it.
D. Acknowledge Him—consult Him—make Him an active part of all decisions.

5. We know we are trusting God when we believe his promises.
